Admissions

A student who has attended a recognised school cannot be admitted without a transfer
certificate from the school he/she last attended. In case of students migrating from
other state, the transfer certificate must be counter signed by the concerned district

education officer of the state from where the student migrates.

New candidates must be introduced personally by their parents or guardians, to the

Principal and will be responsible for the candidate's payment of fees.

Withdrawals

Before withdrawing a student from the school, the guardian should send an application
and formally fill in the prescribed form at least three days in advance. School Leaving

Certificate will be issued only after all the dues to the school have been paid in full.

If a parent can not come to pick the child during emergency an authority letter duly
signed should be sent with the escort.

Attendance is compulsory for Independence Day and Republic Day.
Students are required to wear the school I-card daily.

Children are prohibited from playing with colours (Holi) in the school premises or bus.
Students found doing so are liable for suspension or strict disciplinary action by the
principal.

Irregular attendance, neglect of homework, disobedience or disrespect towards staff or
bad moral influence, will lead to serious disciplinary action.

Students are strictly forbidden from leaving the school premises or playground during
school hours. Permission to do so will be granted only by the Principal.

Fancy Watch should not be worn to school.
Bullying and use of abusive language are punishable offences.

Electronic gadgets like mobile, i pad, watch etc. are strictly prohibited, if found with a
student, strict action will be taken as per the school norms.

Any student desiring to be exempted from P.T. or Games must produce Medical
Certificate to the effect that she/he is physically unfit to take part.

Students should not offer presents to any member of staff.

If any child is prescribed to take any kind of medicine during class hours, parents are
requested to either inform the school authorities or to send the prescription of the
doctor aslong as the child is under treatment.

Students should display polite behavior wherever they go. They should always
remember that the school is judged by their conduct.

Guidelines for Prevention of Bullying and Ragging in School:

3. The following action may be taken by the school as per the observation and
understanding the gravity of the misconduct:
1) Oral/written warning.
i) Suspension from attending classes/school for specified period.
iii) Withholding the results.
iv) Imposition of fine up to a specified amount.
v) Rustication from school in rarest of rare cases.

15. Allstudents should be in queue while boarding/ disembarking from the bus.
